The innovative Wisetrail multidimensional search feature
Since 2010, Wisetrail reintroduced innovation into the world of social bookmarking. Not only have they innovated the bookmarking tool, but provided users with a more efficient and simple solution to navigating the Internet.

Their newest feature introduced a multidimensional search capability to their search engine. In other words, Wisetrail upgraded their search algorithms to 'search like a human thinks.' 

As an example, if a person wanted more information about fish, they would automatically think about the things pertaining to fish. If they want to cook fish, they would think about buying fresh fish, learning how to properly clean that fish, finding best prices for best fish, fish recipes—and so on. 

Wisetrail's new multidimensional search capability introduces that type of thinking to their search. If a person searches for any of those particular queries, they receive a visual trail that contains the top sites relating to those queries. 

Thanks to the advanced editing capabilities in Wisetrail, users can actually remove sites that they don't want in their trail. As a result, they can later save and share this trail for later use. Users no longer have to make separate search queries for something that's easily saved through Wisetrail.
